
TO DO…
AINSWORTH HOTSPRINGS  Soak in the relaxing, 
healing mineral waters and visit the mysterious 
caves at the resort.

CRESTON  A beautiful fertile valley at the head of 
Kootenay Lake. Visit a farm stall or the Saturday 
market, tour a fromagerie or vineyard. Browse the 
many gift shops filled with locally made products 
and get a bite or lift a glass at one of Creston’s fine 
establishments.. Experience the ‘Creston Valley 
Wildlife Management Area’, a world-class wetland 
habitat teaming with bird life and opportunities for 
hiking, biking & conoeing.

GRAND FORKS  The rich histories of the 
Doukhobors and of mining can be explored at the 
Boundary Museum and the old Phoenix mine site 
west of town. Enjoy hiking, camping, biking trails, 
swimming holes and lakes. Tubing the Kettle and 
Granby Rivers is a favourite summer pastime. 

HALCYON HOT SPRINGS  Spectacular waterfront 
location on beautiful Upper Arrow Lake with views 
of the soaring Monashee Mountains. Relax and 
immerse yourself in the beneficial mineral waters 
with a soak in the hot or warm pools; complete 
with a spray park for the kids in season.

IDAHO PEAK LOOKOUT  Spectacular wildflowers 
and views and an old fire lookout tower. Access 
from Sandon (rough road then hike) or Silverton 
(challenging hike). Best in high summer.

KASLO  Beautiful heritage buildings, vibrant 
downtown and renowned community spirit. 
Visit the ‘SS Moyie’  – the oldest intact passenger 
sternwheeler in the world, the Langham Cultural 
Centre and its Japanese Canadian Museum. Relax 
at the beach, check out the Saturday Market and all 
the shops and restaurants on historic Front Street. 
Stroll the River Trail and relax afterwards with a pint 
at the hotel or the craft brewery.

KOOTENAY LAKE  Over 100 kilometres long and 
home of the famous Gerrard rainbow trout, its 
crystal-clear waters and sandy beaches are perfect 
for boating, swimming, and fishing.

NAKUSP  Stroll the lovely walkway along the lake 
with its stunning views and beautiful gardens. It is 
lit up in the evening! Visit Nakusp Hot Springs and 
get out on the trails, some of which are accessible 
to anyone no matter their abilities. Enjoy 200 km 
of gorgeous Arrow Lakes, a fine 9 hole golf course, 
hiking, biking, skiing and horseback riding trails.

NEW DENVER & SILVERTON  In the Heart of the 
West Koot Route, these villages hug the shores 
of beautiful Slocan Lake. Visit the Nikkei Centre, 
Kohan Reflecting Garden and the Silverton Mining 
Museum & Art Gallery. Enjoy the history, the shops, 
caping at the lake and walking/biking trails.

SANDON  This fascinating ghost town was once a 
thriving mining city of 5000. Several buildings still 
stand, a handful of people still live there and some 
mining is still done. Visit the Sandon Museum. 
(open June - Sept).

SLOCAN VALLEY  Experience the Rail Trail from 
Crescent Valley to Slocan, 50 km of nature & 
history along the banks of the Slocan River. Have 
fun kayaking, rafting or tubing down the pastoral 
free-flowing Slocan River. Watch for wildlife and 
enjoy the unsurpassed mountain scenery

TRAIL  Experience hands-on interactive exhibits at 
the Teck Interpretive Centre, meander the narrow 
streets, climb the covered staircase or check out 
the amazing stone retaining walls of West Trail. 
Enjoy a fine selection of restaurants then take 
in a live performance at The Bailey Theatre. Go 
for a dip at the Trail Aquatic & Leisure Centre, or 
take advantage of our lengthly seasonal trails for 
outstanding hiking and biking. Take in the historic 
murals and Trail Museum. No matter your taste, 
Trail has something for everyone!

VALHALLA WILDERNESS PARK  A dramatic 
mountain wilderness, largely undeveloped and 
accessible by boat across Slocan Lake. A mecca for 
self-sufficient back-country enthusiasts.
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THINGS TO KNOW: 
This map is designed to give a brief at-a-glance overview 
of all the things to see and do while visiting this beautiful 
region. Inquire locally for more detailed information. If 
heading off into the backcountry, be sure to check with local 
authorities - road, trail and travel conditions are constantly 
changing. Some backroads are private and/or active logging 
roads where permission may be required for use. 

Always be prepared - allow for  
the unexpected and strive to  
leave no trace of your passing.
